• 1872 – Russell was 20
– Skeptical of existence of Hell
– Seventh Day Adventists
– Established ‘International 

Bible Student’s Association
– Predicted millennial age 1914
– Died in 1916



HISTORYHISTORY

• Joseph F. “Judge” 
Rutherford
– “New oracle of God’s message 

for this age”
– 1931 called Jehovah Witness
