— Psalm 51:16-17 Horrendous nature of sin brings
broken and contrite heart

— Psalm 32:5 Confess to God is only cure

The proud will not pray. Without a heart broken and
contrite we won't pray consistently or properly.

Numbers 28-29 Over 1200 sacrifices per year
Hebrews 10:1 Those were inadequate
John 1:29 Jesus takes away the sin of the world!

Hebrew 10:19-22 We enter the holy place through the
blood of Jesus Christ
