• Jesus is teaching  (vv 1 – 12)

– vv 1-3 Beware of hypocrisy

– vv 4-7 Fear God not men

– vv 8-12 Confess Christ before men

Jesus was teaching Spiritual lessons.



Luke 12
• The Rich Fool  (vv 13-21)

– v 13 …man says “I want my money!”

– vv 14-15 “There’s more to life bud…”

– vv 16-21 …the rich fool was not truly rich

Matthew 16:26-28

“What profit is it?”



Luke 12
• Do Not Be Anxious  (vv 22-34)

– vv 22-23 …there is more to life

– v 24 Think of ravens

– vv 25-26 Can you live longer?

– vv 27-28 …have little faith?

• Do Not Be Anxious  (vv 22-34)

– vv 29-31 Be anxious for God

– vv 32-34 Assurance of a kingdom

“Don’t miss the forest for the trees!”

– v 35 Be ready…

– v 36 Wait for the Master to come

–Vv 39-40 Be prepared…



How do I stay focused?

Stir up your minds:

–2 Peter 1:10-15 – stir up to remembrance

–2 Peter 3:1-2 – stir up sincere mind

Learn to be content:

–Philippians 4:11 – Paul learned

–1 Timothy 6:6 – godliness + contentment 



How do I stay focused?

Long for the coming of Christ:

–Revelation 22:20 – John said “Come!”

–2 Timothy 4:8 – Eagerly wait for Him  

–Hebrews 9:28;  1 Thessalonians 5:1-10

Encourage one another:

–1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 – encourage 

–1 Thessalonians 5:11 – encourage
