The key to marital happiness is to design the home 
along the pattern of the Designer. 
 

The success of marital happiness is found in understanding the relationship 
of two people loving one another in marriage in such a way to bring harmony 

to the union of two hearts, two minds, two souls and two lives 
 
First – A desire to be like Jesus Christ 
Learn from Him Matthew 11:29   Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, 
for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. (Matthew 11:29) 
 
Serve like Him Matthew 20:26-28  Yet it shall not be so among you; but 
whoever desires to become great among you, let him be your servant. And whoever desires to be 
first among you, let him be your slave— just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to 
serve, and to give His life a ransom for many." (Matthew 20:26-28) 
 
Humble self  John 13:14-15  If I then, your Lord and Teacher, have 
washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another's feet. For I have given you an example, 
that you should do as I have done to you. (John 13:14-15) 
 
Walk like Him 1 John 2:5-6   But whoever keeps His word, truly the love 
of God is perfected in him. By this we know that we are in Him. He who says he abides in Him 
ought himself also to walk just as He walked.(1 John 2:5-6) 
 
Second – A desire to follow this pattern in my relationship with my love 
Be one with Him John 17:20-23  I do not pray for these alone, but also for 
those who will believe in Me through their word; that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in 
Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe that You sent Me. 
And the glory which You gave Me I have given them, that they may be one just as We are one: I 
in them, and You in Me; that they may be made perfect in one, and that the world may know 
that You have sent Me, and have loved them as You have loved Me. (John 17:20-23) 
 
Be like Him  Ephesians 5:21-24  Submitting to one another in the fear of 
God. Wives, submit to your own husbands, as to the Lord. For the husband is head of the wife, 
as also Christ is head of the church; and He is the Savior of the body. (Ephesians 5:21-23) 
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Third – A desire to show Christ living in me with my love 
Be like minded Philippians 2:1-5  Therefore if there is any consolation in 
Christ, if any comfort of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any affection and mercy, fulfill my 
joy by being like-minded, having the same love, being of one accord, of one mind. Let nothing be 
done through selfish ambition or conceit, but in lowliness of mind let each esteem others better 
than himself. Let each of you look out not only for his own interests, but also for the interests of 
others. Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus. (Philippians 2:1-5) 
 

 We are seeking the consolation [exhortation] in Christ – an urging from Him. 
 We are seeking a comfort of love – the persuasive power of love. 
 We are seeking the fellowship of the Spirit – to share in the Holy Spirit. 
 We are seeking affection and mercy – as people of God we share many kinds of feelings 

and actions for our love; our husband or our wife. 
 We are seeking a like mind – in the relationship of two people we are united not divided. 
 We are seeking the same love – he is my love; she is my love; unified in our love. 
 We are seeking an accord – one soul, one mind, one way, one thinking, one life. 1+1=1 
 We are seeking one mind – the same purpose, the same goals, the same desire.

4. I will consider the needs of my love more important than mine own;
